Notes


When Steve directed ‘Good Will’ - the 10 minute monologue for the ‘One Voice’ show 18 Months ago, I knew we were onto something.


We’d discussed developing the story into a full length play informally, but when a slot came available on the Tip Top programme it became a reality very quickly.


Over the past six months more than 10 actors have read for us while we listened and tried to find a structure and a voice for the play; from a 1st draft to the one the actors are working with - there will undoubtedly be more.


Both Steve and I have played every character and questioned every line. He’d then send me away to re-draft and some time later I’d come back with a new play and we’d try again.


Tonight is the culmination of this process; however I don’t yet see the play as complete. I hope that we can build from the first run at The Forum, re-draft and refine and take the play on tour.


Every actor that read has been gracious, even if at times there were areas for development and I must thank them for that.


I also want to thank the Tip Top team who have been professional and very supportive of me and this project.
